The next Section 2, has to do with Section 829
of the General Statutes. 1t adds to the powewrs of the
State Board of Lducation the right to grant degrees. This
is the important change in this Section. The purpose of
that, of course, is not that the State Board of Lducat ion
shall erant degreecs to any that should come along, but the
State maintains three normal schools, and the work is fast
becoming of a higher grade, and with the summner schoolsg and
the additional work that is being done by bteachers, the Board
ought to have the right to grant degrees to those who earn
them.

1t contains all that
gection 977 had, but does not enumerate the supplies.




The next Sectionb, has to do with Section 979, Boards of
liducation. 1t leaves out School Committee and Boards of
ochool Visitors snd changes the wording to School Board.
As a matter of fact there is no reasorn for the difference
under the present set up and oraclice. .
wection 6, Bilennial KReport, refers to Sections 956
and 961l. You will note in the second line that 249 is changed
to 266s This 0ld code ags printed referred to the revieions
of 1918 so there must necessarily be changes in the figures
for 19%0. ‘here is also the chansge of "to Board of Education”.
: section 7 refers to Bection 961l. The principal
change in this Section is the change to Hechool Board from
Town School Committees In line sixteen change Section 100 to 66,
Declbilon 8 has to do with Section 941 of the General
statutes, and is merely changed to conform to the present practice,
The changes are "o Board of Hducation" and it eliminates the
Treasurer of the School Committee as the Town Ireasurer acts for
all purposes.

It does not apply to unconsolidated districts.

The appropriation is no longer made to the School
Committee. They draw their own orders.

" Section 9 has to do with Section 949 of the General
Statutes. It containg the duties of the Scdretary. This, of course
changes the wording, reading “"Board of iducation" instead of
School Committee. [t eliminates the penalty for failure to get
the reports in on time. This is taken care of in another way.

Section 10 refers to Section 945 in the General Statubtes.
It changes the phraseology from School Committee to School Board.
The words "shall fix his compensabtion" are left out.

Section 11, salaries, is Section 941 of the General
Statutes. This leaves out the word "freasurer" and chances
the phraseology to "Board of Lducation'. '

Section 12, Meetings, is Section 978 of the General
Statutes. It chanses the wording but not the meaning. It is
not a long Section. ‘

Section 13, weporbs, is Section 949 of the General
Statntes. It chances the phraseology to "Board of kducation”,
and leaves out the venalty.

Section 14 has to do with Section 962 of the General
Statutes. It contains all that is in Section 952 and the
penalties that arec left out in the two previous Secltions are
here taken care 0f.

’ We now come to the Section on Sehool lanagement,

Sections 15, 16, 17 and 18 are all new. They are effective
in towns that are. operating under the district system.

It leaves out
the words "having such registration", and also leaves out the
last sentence of Section 989.

Sections 26 and 26 have to do with leetings, and are
part of Section 985 as it is now written. ‘Lhey amend the Section,
making it somewhat clearer, dividing it into two sections, also
changing the phraseologys

Section 27 has to do with Registration of Llectors, and
ig Seotion 987 of the General SHtatutes. It amends and simplifies
Section 987, It refers to the State Board of Lducation instead
of the Comptroller of the State.

Section 28 hag to do with Section 988. It amends 988
and leaves out the word "registration".

Section 29 is on Keports on School Committee, and is
Section 996 of the General Statutes. It refers to "Boards of
Bducation" instead of "School Committee". It requires the
reports to be in by Oclober I,

4 Section 30 has to do with Section 1022, It amplifies
1022 and empowers the State Board of Lducation to meke adjust-
ment to schools attending. It may authorize a child residing
in one district to attend school in another district.

Section 31 has to do with Section 999. It leaves out the
first sentence of Section 999. It refers to Boards of
Education instead of Sohool Committees, etc.

Mr. Sturges,

It is omitted from this particular Section and was
omitted from the Bill that passed the House. It appears
somewhere els® 1 think.

Sect ion iIs on Consolidation and is found in
Section 958 of the General Statutes. The principal change is
that i1t refers to the use of voting machines which have never
been provided for on a consolidation vote. It leaves out the
reference in that particular statute for a vfcte to re-establish
the district.

The last sentence of Section 958 is omitted, but it
immediately follows iIn Section 33.

Seotion 34, Consolidation, has to do with Section 962,
It leaves out the words "under direction of the Town"™ and it
also leaves out the last sentence.

Section 35 is on Consolidation and has to do with
Section 962 of the General Statutes. The last sentence is
amended. It also has to do with the appraisal of property.

Section 36 on Consolidation has to do with Section 964.
The change in this Section is that it refers to Board of Education
instead of School Committee.

Seotion 37 refers to Section 833 of the General Statutes.
The change i1s from thirty-eight weeks as in the Statute as it
now reads, to one hundred eighty-five days, less regular holidays.
It also refers to Board of Education, and has to do with the
six year old child entering school. That limitation is new.
Two years ago this Section 833, was divided iInto two parts, but
now is being tied in as one. The significance is iIn November,
children not being admitted after this month. The second section
which is now tied in, inserts the words '"teachers legally
qualified”. It goes on quite at length in regard to the child"s
health.

Section.38, Observation Schools, has to do with
Section 840. Twenty teachers were referred to in the old law,
and now the erference is to twenty-five. The name "Model School™
now means '‘Observation School™. It changes the words "three
dollars per week to . 400 a year.

Section 39 refers to Section 841 of the General Statutes,
The change here 1is, Board of Education in lieu of Town School
Committee.

Section 40 refers to Section 844 of the General Statutes.
The Junior High School 1is mentioned in this Act.

Section 41 is part of Sections 851 and 852 of the

General Statutes. It refers to Board of Education instead of
School Committee. It settles difficulties in the old law as to
power .
