In any event, the purchaser on
a foreclosure sale will still have to
rely on his own attorney or a certificate
given dlrectly to hlm to protect 1t. We
think thls adds needless costs and does
no good.

Judge Dowling has stated that in
his opinion he find there have been sev-
eral cases where great deals bf money
have been expended to claar titles in
these old mortgages. Therefore, he has
suggested which seems to me to be a very
reasonable and valld suggestlon that we
set-up this statutory presumptlon.
